Architectural Committee Review Process

Step 1: Plans and specifications for any dwelling house, outbuilding, fence or other type of improvement shall be submitted to the architectural committee for approval in writing prior to the commencement of any construction (see K. in covenants). Submit paperwork to Saddle Peak Properties, LLC at info@saddlepeakproperties.com. Check off items on checklist.  Architectural Committee consists of Keith Bright, Christy Doyle and Taunya Fagen.
Step 2: Architectural Committee circulates the plans with checklist to each committee member for approval. 

Step 3: A majority of the Architectural Committee shall within 15 days after submission of a proper plan either deny or approve the planned improvements and will submit with checklist to Saddle Peak Properties, info@saddlepeakproperties.com.
Step 4: Saddle Peak Properties gives Homeowner a copy of the completed checklist with approval or denial.

__       Owners shall, when constructing access roads, install a culvert adequate to prevent the restriction of the material flow of drainage water flow along the area of the subdivision or county road

___     All Construction must be completed in a year from the approved date when site plan submitted.

___     Same general construction and materials as used in the main dwelling. Enameled metal outbuildings are permitted.

___     An existing shed or garage can be used for the purpose if it meets the standards contained above. 

___     Chicken pen: wire enclosure connected to a henhouse. Minimum of 10 square feet per chicken- 120            

                  square feet for 12 chickens. 
___     If new building, must be new construction.

___     Earth tone exterior colors. 
___     Color samples submitted.

___     New materials.

___     Site plan provided. 

___     Building plans submitted.

___     All construction must be completed with in a year of approval of being submitted. 

___     Stake all four corners of all buildings submitted for ARC approval.
